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Over two consecutive half-days, some of the results of the research work and synergies
developed by the University of Pavia and its affiliated partners within two NextGenerationEU
Projects funded by the European Union will be presented: the extended partnership PE 10
called ONFOODS - Research and innovation network on food and nutrition sustainability,
safety and security working ON FOODS, spoke 7 (Policy, behaviour and education) and
innovation ecosistem called NODES- Nord Ovest Digitale e Sostenibile, spoke 6.
